New Issues   

1. Review of Banks’ Finance to Wind Mills:

Tamilnad Mercantile Bank Ltd.  advised that the wind mills functioning in the State are facing crisis and the dues payable to the lending Banks are overdue due to the following reasons:

1. Payment is not forthcoming from Tamil Nadu Electricity Board for more than 6 months for the power generated by the Wind Mills and supplied to the TNEB.

2. Tamil Nadu Electricity Board is not evacuating the entire power generated by the Wind Mills which result in a revenue loss to the wind mill operators, despite the agreement to evacuate the entire power generated by them.

The loan accounts of the Wind Mill operators outstanding with the banks are turning overdue due to the above reasons. The State Government is requested to advise TNEB in this regard.
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2. Allottment of land to Rural Self Employment Training Institutes by State Government:

Lead Bank Office, Ooty reported that The Tahsildhar, Ooty demands a sum of Rs.4.70 crores from Canara Bank, the Lead Bank for the Nilgiris District for allotment of 0.76.40 ha of land for the construction of the building for the Canara Bank Rural Self Employment Training Institute, Ooty on outright sale basis. The Tahsildhar demands Rs.33.0 lakhs as lease amount per annum if the land is to be allotted on lease basis.

The guidelines issued by Ministry of Rural Development, Government of India on setting up of RSETIs all the districts in the country specifies that the land for the construction of the RSETI building is to be allotted by the State Government free of cost. On allotment of land by the State Government, Ministry of Finance, Government of India shall provide a grant assistance of Rs.1.00 crore for the construction of the building. The guidelines were already communicated to the Department of Rural Developments of all the States.

The State Government is requested to issue necessary guidelines to the District Collectors for allotment of land free of cost.
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3. Rise in the level of NPA under agricultural Advances & Government sponsored schemes:

State Bank of India reported that the level of NPA under agricultural advances & Government sponsored schemes is on the increase in the recent times. There is resistance from some of the village bodies and farmers’ associations to the bank’s efforts to recover the NPAs. Some are indulging in false propaganda that the dues will be written off.

The State Government is requested to extend support for recovery of NPA under Agriculture and other Government sponsored schemes to enable the banks to finance further to the needy section of the people without hesitation. 

The forum is requested to deliberate on this issue and offer their valuable suggestions.
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4. Release of IInd installment of subsidy by Government of Tamil Nadu for the Common Effluent Treatment Plants:

Housing and Urban Development Corporation Ltd. advised that the IInd installment of subsidy in respect of Common Effluent Treatment Plants is yet to be released by Government of Tamil Nadu. The installment was due on November, 2010. Due to the delay in receipt of subsidy the accounts have become NPA.

The State Government is requested to make arrangements to immediate release of subsidy. 
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5. Providing banking services in every village having population of over 2000 

The details of revised list of villages (4452) having population over 2000 identified and allotted to various Banks by DCCs for extension of banking services are being placed in the current 128th SLBC Meeting.

As per the plan submitted by member banks, 2188 villages have to be covered in 2010-11 and 2264 villages in 2011-12.               

As per the Monthly progress report submitted by Banks as per MOF format,       3730 villages have been covered as on 31.10.2011.  The details are furnished in the annexure.

Member Banks are requested to ensure extension of banking services to villages as per plan submitted by them and ensure 100% achievement by December 2011 as decided earlier.
It is a matter of grave concern that following banks have not rolled out Financial Inclusion even in a single village till 31.10.2011.

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6. Providing banking services in every village having population of over 2000- Revised list of villages as on 01.11.2011
SLBC vide their letter dated 01.11.2010 advised the bank wise details of villages having population over 2000 identified and allotted to various banks for extension of banking services.

Subsequently, SLBC was informed by several banks that villages, where branches already exist, have been identified and allotted to them.  Further, changes in allotment were also sought considering, service area and a particular bank having already opened many no-frill accounts in a village allotted to another bank.  SLBC advised Lead District Managers to address these issues and revise the list of villages allotted to Member Banks if necessary.

On the basis of the revised list of villages received from Lead District Managers, the number of villages identified and allotted to various banks stands revised at 4452 as on 01/11/2011.

Revised Number of Villages allotted to various Banks in Tamil Nadu is furnished in the annexure. Names of individual villages allotted to every Bank has been sent separately to concerned Bank by Email in Excel format.  The list can also be accessed by visiting our website www.slbctn.com.
It has been decided that the list is finalized and frozen.  No more revisions are possible henceforth. 

Member Banks / DCC Convenors / LDMs are requested to ensure extension of banking services to the allotted villages as per Roadmap submitted by the respective Banks, latest by December 2011 as already agreed in 127th SLBC Meeting held on 16.09.2011.

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7. District & State Financial Services Plan:

At present the district and State level Plans are being prepared for the banks, NABARD etc.  Similarly, the public sector Insurance companies are also preparing their field level plans.

Now Ministry of Finance, Government of India has advised that, in order to develop a comprehensive frame work for delivery of financial services and, to promote Financial Inclusion, it is necessary that comprehensive Financial Services Plan for the entire district and State is also prepared.

It was also advised by Ministry of Finance, Government of India that,

1.The Lead District Manager, Officer in charge of NABARD and Nodal Officers of Public Sector Insurance Companies, both life and non life, would prepare a comprehensive District Financial Services Plan covering banking, rural development, insurance, etc. these officers would also meet once in a month to review the progress and resolve inter agency issues.

2. At the State Level, SLBC Convenor, NABARD in-charge for the State and State in-charge of Public Sector Insurance Companies, both life and non life, would prepare similar State Financial Services Plan.  At the State level also, these officers would meet once every month to review the progress and resolve inter-agency issues.

The forum may deliberate on this further and offer valuable suggestions.
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8. One Panchayat / One BC / One Bank:

Ministry of Finance, Government of India issued guidelines regarding adoption of One Panchayat /One Business Correspondent / One Bank model to ensure the viability of the Business Correspondents appointed by Banks in the Financial Inclusion Villages allotted to them with a population of more than 2000.

SLBC advised all the Lead District Managers vide their letter dated 10.09.2011 to confirm that one panchayat is allotted to only one bank under Financial Inclusion and all the villages under each panchayat are covered by the same bank and also only one BC is appointed for all the villages in one panchayat irrespective of the population size.

SLBC also advised the LDMs to submit a fresh service area plan (village panchayat wise). Only a few districts submitted the information to SLBC. The LDMs and the Member Banks to which they are attached are advised to expedite submission of the information.

9. Government of India’s Strategy and Guidelines on Financial Inclusion

     Opening of Branches by Banks:
Ministry of Finance, Government of India vide their letter dated 21.10.2011 addressed to the CMDs and CEOs of all PSBs, RRBs and Private Sector Banks, advised various Strategies and Guidelines on Financial Inclusion. They have advised the following under Branch expansion:

(i)
In the under banked districts as listed by the RBI, the Banks shall  within their service area, open a regular brick and mortar branch in larger habitations with population of 5000 and above by September 2012. Such branches could initially have lesser staff, say 2 persons, with ATM facilities. The staff strength could be increased as the business grows. Under the extant Policy of RBI on branch authorisation, prior approval of the RBI is NOT required to open branches in tier 3 to tier 6 areas. In fact, opening bank branches in the under banked districts of the under banked states would entitle the banks to seek branches in tier 1 towns under their Annual Branch Authorisation Plan. Such a branch would be assigned a service area by the DCC/SLBC covering one or more Gram Panchayats.

(ii)   In other districts, the banks must try to open as many brick and mortar branches, in their service areas,  in habitations having  population of 10,000 and above by September 2012. 
(iii) 
While planning for branch expansion, it may be seen that in the unbanked areas the branches are available within a radial distance of 5 km.

SLBC advised the member banks to submit the details of proposed branch expansion by them in State in the format given below. Member banks are advised to submit the data immediately to SLBC.

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10. Uploading of Service Area Plan on the District Websites:

It has been decided by the Ministry of Finance to upload the service area plans in the enclosed format on the respective District’s website maintained by NIC before 31.10.2011. SLBC vide their letter dated 28.10.2011 advised all Lead District Managers to prepare a detailed service area plan as per the format enclosed and arrange to upload the same in the respective District’s website on or before 30.10.2011 with the help of local NIC unit located in the District Collectorate.
It is observed that so far only very few Lead District Managers have uploaded the data in their respective district website. LDMs are advised to ensure uploading of the Service Area Plan in the websites of their respective districts immediately in the format given below.

Col 2: Please indicate if there is a bank branch there or a bank branch is yet to be opened and give the date and year of the proposed opening. If there is an existing BC, then write BC and if it is proposed, then month and year of appointment be given.

ATM: If there is an existing off site ATM, the same may be indicated and if it is proposed to open one, month and year of installation be indicated.

Col 3: Name of the bank which has a branch or intend to set up a branch, who has appointed a BC or who intend to appoint a BC, who has an ATM or intend to set up an ATM be given.

Col 4: Each commercial bank will have one or more gram panchayat as a part of service area.

Each BC will also have one or more gram panchayat assigned to him so that the BC is aware of the area or operation and works for financial inclusion. The area of BC should be compact with adjoining gram panchayat should only be given.
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11. Requirement of Stamping of Jewel Loan agreements:
The Inspector General of Registration, Tamil Nadu advised that the stamp duty is payable on agreements relating to pawn or pledge of jewels made for securing repayment of money advanced or to be advanced by way of loan.

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13. SETTING UP OF FINANCIAL LITERACY & CREDIT COUNSELLING CENTRES (FLCCC)

In order to provide free financial literacy /education and credit counselling, RBI had advised Banks to set up FLCCC.  The High Level Committee set up by RBI had also reiterated the necessity to cover initiatives under financial literacy and credit counselling while broad basing the Lead Bank scheme.  On the basis of the above recommendation, RBI advised Lead Banks to open a Financial Literacy and Credit Counselling Centre (FLCCC) in every district where they have lead responsibility.

It is clarified that any Bank can set up FLCCC anywhere and clearance from the concerned Lead Bank is not a pre-requisite.  However, SLBC should be kept informed of all FLCCC opened.

Other Lead Banks viz., Indian Bank, Canara Bank and State Bank of India are requested to open FLCCC in the remaining districts and advise the current status to SLBC and RBI.
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14.Financial Inclusion & Green Initiatives- Electronic transfer of benefit payments

A) SLBC has been requesting State Government to route the benefit payments like wages under NREGA etc through Bank accounts. In the recent meeting with the SLBC Convenor, Chief Secretary, Government of Tamil Nadu assured that all the benefit payments will be routed through Bank accounts in a phased manner.

Banks have already opened a large number of no fills accounts for the beneficiaries under NREG, besides reaching out to the door steps of the people in villages having population over 2000. The State Government already commenced disbursement of Old Age Pension through Banks from September, 2011 on a pilot basis in one taluk each in three Districts viz. Trichy, Cuddalore and Kanyakumari. They are also contemplating to route the payments under Dr.Muthulakshmi maternity benefit scheme through Banks. The State Government is contemplating to launch a pilot project of electronic payment of NREGA payments in 3 taluks in Tamil Nadu initially. 

B) 
RBI, Chennai vide letter dated 17.12.2009 has called for statistical data (in a prescribed format) on ICT based Financial Inclusion from member Banks in Tamil Nadu. SLBC is collecting, compiling and submitting to RBI.  Member Banks are requested to furnish the data on time to SLBC.

C) The progress made by the Member Banks under Financial Inclusion as of September 2011 is furnished in the Annexure I. The District-wise data as on September 2011 received from the Lead Districts is furnished in the Annexure II. DCC Convenors /LDMs are requested to ensure submission of the data on financial inclusion to SLBC for review on time.

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15. Opening of Bank Accounts for marine Fishermen in the coastal districts of Tamil Nadu
The Government of Tamil Nadu has sanctioned a scheme for disbursement of relief amount of Rs.4000/- per marine fisherman family in the coastal districts of Tamil Nadu during the lean fishing months (monsoon months). The Government intends that the amount should be disbursed through ECS credit to the individual bank accounts.

The Director of Fisheries, Government of Tamil Nadu requested SLBC for opening of No frill joint accounts with zero balance in 13 coastal Districts of Tamil Nadu and also requested the banks to organize account opening melas to cover the estimated 1.76 lakh fishermen families. The Director of Fisheries has already given necessary instructions to the District Collectors of the coastal districts.

SLBC advised the Lead District Managers of the coastal districts to co-ordinate with the district administration and facilitate opening of accounts at the earliest.

The member banks were advised by SLBC to suitably instruct their branches in the coastal districts to co-operate with the LDMs and the District Administration in opening the accounts for the fishermen.
The forum is requested to deliberate on this issue and offer their valuable suggestions on conducting account opening melas as requested by Director of Fisheries.
New Issues   
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16. Opening of clearing house in each district
Ministry of Finance, Government of India advised SLBC that all the banks in the State who have lead bank responsibilities should open at least one clearing house in each district. This is to avoid the delay in timely collection of outstation cheques because of which customers face liquidity crunch.

With the adoption of the CBS system by the banking industry, Express Cheque Clearing System has come at major centres. It is the responsibility of the lead bank of the district to have a clearing house.

The banks who have lead bank responsibility in the State are advised to ensure at least one clearing house in each of their lead districts.
New Issues   
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17. Centrally sponsored Pilot Scheme called “Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana” (PMAGY) for integrated development of 1000 selected villages with more than 50% SC population.

Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of India has launched a special pilot scheme aiming at the overall development of villages which have a SC/ST population of more than 50%. The scheme is being implemented initially in 1000 identified villages all over the country out of which 225 are in Tamil Nadu (Thiruvarur and Cuddalore districts).

Various Departments of the State Government are allotted with various responsibilities under the captioned scheme including provision of sanitation and environment, livelihood, Social infrastructure, human Development and social harmony. In this connection Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India directed the SLBC Convenors of the States in which the scheme is to be implemented to ensure the following in the identified villages:

1) Flow of adequate credit and support services for income generating activities to individual beneficiaries and SHGs under SGSY and other self employment programmes of Government.

2) Not less than 40% of the total advances under DRI scheme are to go to SC/ST, and at least 2/3rd of DRI advances are to be granted through rural and semi urban branches.

A list of villages selected in the two districts of Tamil Nadu for implementation of the scheme is provided in the annexure for your ready reference. Member banks are advised to instruct their branches operating in these villages to ensure smooth implementation of the scheme as envisaged by Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

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18. Ministry of Finance, Government of India’s directives on Lending to Agriculture:

All SLBC Convenor banks have been advised by the Ministry of Finance, Government of India, to launch an action plan to improve lending to Agriculture particularly crop loans. The target is to ensure that each farmer gets an agriculture credit limit by 15.10.2011.
Special SLBC was conducted on 29.08.2011 and the minutes of the meeting was sent to member banks /RBI /NABARD and Government of Tamil Nadu on 30.08.2011.

A small Committee of the Banks has been formed to monitor the progress made in this direction. Three meetings of the small committee were conducted to review the position. As per the data collected from banks as on 31.10.2011 so far 7,71,118 KCC accounts have been sanctioned by Banks in Tamil Nadu during September and October, 2011. SLBC advised member banks to submit a monthly progress report starting from November, 2011.

The Secretary, Commercial Taxes & Registration is requested to waive the mortgage charges and also make available EC details, chitta & adangal and other land records “online” so that banks themselves can draw the details & deliver the loans fast without insisting the farmers to produce them.

The forum is requested to deliberate and offer its views / suggestions to ensure each non defaulter farmer gets an agricultural credit limit as advised by the Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

SLBC also advised member banks to work out a scheme for giving savings-cum OD account to other families which do not have any land and live in rural areas. As per the data collected from member banks as on 31.10.2011, during September and October, 73432 savings cum OD accounts have been opened.

Member Banks are advised to cover all such eligible non-farmer families.
New Issues   
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19. Government of Tamil Nadu’s Unemployed Youth Employment Generation Programme (UYEGP):

The captioned scheme was launched in the State by Government of Tamil Nadu  during 2010. SLBC forwarded the replies received from Commissioner of Industries & Commerce, to the clarifications raised by member banks vide their letter dated 11.01.2011. A State Level Workshop on the scheme was also organised on 08.02.2011 in which all the banks participated. SLBC vide their letter dated 12.07.2011 advised the member banks that Reserve Bank of India permitted the banks to keep the subsidy amount as interest free deposit for a period of three years.

The Commissioner of Industries and Commerce advises that some banks in few districts like Kanyakumari, Tirunelveli are returning the applications forwarded by the District Level Task Force Committee citing a reason that they have not received any instructions / guidelines from their controlling offices about financing beneficiaries under the scheme.

Member banks are advised to issue necessary instructions / guidelines to all their branches in the State immediately. The scheme details are enclosed in the annexure.

DEPOSIT GROWTH

Deposits of the Banks in Tamil Nadu have increased from Rs.303359.69 crores as of September 2010 to Rs.332820.79 crores as at September 2011, registering an increase of Rs.29461.10 crores.  The year to year incremental deposit growth works out to 9.71% as against the growth of 20.60% from September 2009 to September 2010.
CREDIT EXPANSION

The total advances increased from Rs.329912.14 crores as of September 2010 to Rs.388170.42 crores as of September 2011, thereby showing an increase of Rs.58528.28 crores.  The incremental growth works out to 17.66% as against the growth rate of 16.33% recorded in the previous year.

CD RATIO

The Credit Deposit Ratio of Commercial Banks in Tamil Nadu increased from 108.75% as of September 2010 to 116.63% as of September 2011. 

PRIORITY SECTOR ADVANCES

The percentage of priority sector advances works out to 42.29% as against the national norm of 40%.
Priority Sector Advances have grown by 23.99% Y.O.Y as against 14.65% during September 2009 to September 2010.

AGRICULTURAL ADVANCES

The aggregate of agricultural advances extended by Banks in Tamil Nadu have increased from Rs.51878.17 crores as of September 2010 to Rs.67513.99 crores as of September 2011, thus registering an increase of Rs.15635.82 crores in absolute terms and 30.14% in percentage terms. [The growth rate during the period September 2009 to September 2010 was 16.56%].  The share of agricultural credit in total advances as of September 2011 was 17.96% against the national norm of 18%.
MICRO & SMALL ENTERPRISES (MSE)

The advances to Micro & Small Enterprises sector (MSE) during the period under review has witnessed an increase by Rs.9096.39 crores, from Rs.44427.43 crores as at September 2010 to Rs.53523.82 crores as at September 2011, thus showing a growth of 20.47%.  The growth is encouraging as compared to that recorded (Rs.4140.42 crores) during the corresponding period of the previous year.  The share of MSE advances in total advances as of September 2011 was 14.23%
MICRO CREDIT

The Micro Credit Advances in the State during the review period has witnessed an increase of Rs.527.94 crores; from Rs.2834.51 crores as at September 2010 to Rs.3362.45 crores as at September 2011, thus showing a growth of 18.63%.  But year on year growth from September 2009 to September 2010 works out to Rs.274.25 crores with 10.71% growth rate.
EDUCATION

Educational Loans have increased from Rs.8841.60 crores in September 2010 to Rs.12103.33 crores as of September 2011.  The increase of Rs.3261.73 crores under Educational Loans represents a growth rate of 36.89%.
Year-on-year (September 2009 to September 2010), there was an increase of Rs.2418.11 crores in Educational Loans outstanding, recording a growth rate of 37.64%.
HOUSING

The outstanding under Housing Loans has registered an increase of Rs.2239.13 crores from Rs.20266.73 crores in September 2010 to Rs.22505.86 crores in September 2011, registering a growth rate of 11.05%.  During the corresponding period of the previous fiscal, there was an increase of Rs.2179.12 crores in Housing Loans outstanding with 12.05% growth rate.

ADVANCES TO WEAKER SECTIONS

The advances to Weaker Sections increased from Rs.30636.45 crores as of September 2010 to Rs.35238.08 crores as at the end of September 2011, registering a growth rate of 15.02%. At this level, advances to Weaker Sections constituted 9.37% of the total credit against the national norm of 10%.
The growth during last year (September 2009- September 2010) was 31.38%.

DRI ADVANCES

The outstanding advances under DRI has increased from Rs.155.55 crores as on September 2010 to Rs.222.90 crores as of September 2011, registering a growth rate of 43.30%  

The percentage of DRI advances to total advances has slightly improved to 0.06% as against the bench mark level of 1%.

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Success Story

The Success Story received from Pallavan Grama Bank is furnished below:
Banking Deep in the Forest

How a tribal village was turned into an economically strong centre

Emanoor Village

Emanoor, a remote tribal village, is located in Nagamarai Panchayat of Pennagaram block in Dharmapuri District. Emanoor is surrounded by catchment area of Mettur reservoir. The distance from Neruppur to Emanoor is 12 km, the entire route is  covered by dense forest.

There is no public transport facility to this village. The transportation of this area is by way of walk, two wheeler and boat service. This village has been identified by the Police Department, Dharmapuri under Black Spot Village Development Scheme.

Our Neruppur Branch

Pallavan Grama Bank has taken a lead role in implementation of its financial inclusion project -in its area. Our Neruppur Branch, a rural branch situated in Pennagaram Block has succeeded in taking Pallavan Seva Gram Project – the financial inclusion project of Pallavan Grama Bank - to the deep forest and rehabilitating the residents of Emanoor village.

Financial Inclusion

Under the financial Inclusion project our Neruppur Branch has adopted Emanoor village. The Branch Manager has crossed the river for conducting of Survey and conducted financial literacy programme to the villagers. The population of the village is 1800 with 500 households. The people of the village migrated to various places for their livelihood worked as labourers in quarry and some of the people in the village were bootleggers

We have taken up the task of rehabilitating the villagers by making arrangement for alternate income source. We have opened SB Pallavan Akshaya – Savings account with OD facility ranging from `500/- to`5000/- for more than 300 folks. Our bank has already provided financial assistance under TAHDCO scheme in this village. We have extended 4 education loans –One of the beneficiaries is now working as lecturer in Jayam Engineering College Dharmapuri and is promptly repaying the loan availed. One is in search of Job. And the other two of them are doing their Engineering course.

Our branch has established 6 SHG groups in Emanoor under the service of NGO, Eriyur resource centre. Out of these 6 groups, 5 groups were financed 1.00 lakh each and the repayment has been prompt. Our Branch Manager visited the village along with police official and identified the eligible and genuine borrowers who were the members of the successful SHG and sanctioned loan for Milch Animal under PALLAVAN GOMATHA PLUS SCHEME for 20 members.

These identified borrowers were hitherto either labourer on the quarry or bootleggers. The beneficiaries are promptly repaying the loan amount. Also now they have not resorted to any illegal ways of earning. They are ready to avail second dose of finance. Our Neruppur Branch has so far given a credit assistance of `25 lakhs to the village for various activities.

Constraints faced by the village:

Since there is no transportation facility, the villagers have to travel all the way 12 Kms. to sell their milk produce. Our Bank is taking up with the District Administration to bring in a Milk society or Collection Centre on the spot to increase the productivity and profitability of the project.

Bank has appointed Business Correspondent in the village to take the Banking Service to the doorsteps of the villagers. This is how a tribal village has been  turned to an Economically strong centre through the financial inclusion initiative taken by our Branch at Neruppur.
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01. Request for reliefs and concessions to Spinning, Textile and Knitwear Industry:
State Bank of India advised that they have received representations from Tiruppur Exporters Association and the South India Spinners Associations seeking relief measures to tide over the present financial crisis. State Bank also requests the forum to discuss the issue and form a small committee to liaise between the industry and RBI on a restructuring package.

1. The Spinning, Textile and Knitwear Industry are the major industries in the cotton value chain.

2. These industries are facing a major unprecedented financial crisis due to steep price decline for cotton and yarn from April,2011.

3. The impact was so sudden and sharp that none of the units was prepared for it.

4. Debt Restructuring Mechanism for SMEs, put in place by the banks, adopts unit wise approach and it is not addressing the issues relating to the financial crisis affecting the entire industry.

5. Slow down in the economy and rising interest rates.

The members are requested to deliberate on this issue and offer their suggestions.
